How and when to be competive:

Competitive bids:

The aim of a competitive bid is to win the contract, or to use up the opponent’s bidding space
so that they bid too high, they stay out of an easy game or they cannot find their best fit.
Competitive bids can also be lead directional [ie for your partner’s information]. However
they are also a balancing act. You must be careful to avoid giving the opposition the
opportunity to double you and get you light. This way they may get a better score than they
might otherwise have got.

Examples of Competitive bids:

1 ACOL INT with its “get out of jail” response of 2 of a suit take-outs

1 Pre-empts of 3 or 4 of a suit

1 Overcalls (8-15HCP, 5 card, OK suit) and Weak jump overcalls
(6-10HCP, 6 card suit)

7 Unusual NT, Michaels Cue Bids or GHESTEM which show two 5+ card suits,
6-10HCP

1 Support your partner’s suit with few HCP but a great fit, eg 4+ cards in support and
1 or 2 shortages.

1 If they have passed at 2 of a suit, your side probably has more HCP than them, so be
competitive with something in the other suits....... do the maths!

1 There are more ...

When to be competitive:

If you have Shape and the Vulnerability is in your favour then consider making a competitive
bid. “Shape” could be 1 or 2 long suits, with the honour cards concentrated in these suits and
any other honours over the oppositions bid suit(s).

Do not be competitive if you have their suit.

Don’t be shy, have fun.

WHEN THE ALARM SOUNDS:
The Director and Grade Convenor shall:

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Don the Hi Visibility Jackets and act as Wardens or Controllers to ensure everyone exits
safely.

Arrange for someone to dial 111.

Arrange for someone to unlock the gate.

Ensure that all rooms have been checked and have been cleared.
Organize a head count to ensure everybody is accounted for.

Move quickly and calmly out of the building using the nearest exit. Do not run.
Assemble near the sign in the rear Carpark clear of the building.

Ensure that any people with disabilities are given suitable assistance to get them safely out of
the building.

It is important all occupants are evacuated all in one go.

Once an occupant has left the building there is NO re-entry into the building to assist others
to evacuate.

Do not get into cars and drive home.
Do not return to the building until the all clear has been given.
